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Introduction
Early Phonological Awareness Stories features eight books designed to promote skills in phonological 
awareness and language enrichment.  Each book centers around the adventures of a primary 
character:

Mary Mouse – She cooks and entertains, loves shoes, and drives a convertible!

Tully Turtle – He’s the oldest, wisest member of the group.  Tully is the resident handyman.

Fifi Firefly – She’s a world traveler and takes her tiny suitcase wherever she goes.

Poppi Porcupine – He loves bubbles of all kinds, but his quills often cause problems.  
His favorite food is popcorn—he likes the popping sound!

Casey Cat – She’s always busy, except when she’s curled up sleeping in her favorite chair.

Sweet Sammy – He’s a big, lovable golden retriever.  He loves to play and go for rides, but 
sometimes his enthusiasm gets him into trouble.

Rags Rabbit – Rags is short for Roosevelt Ragsdale Rabbit the Third.  His fur is always 
fluffy and his clothes are neat and clean.  He’s a really fast rabbit and he hates that 
he’s afraid of storms.

Lucky Lenny – He’s a very lucky duck and lives at Tully’s Pond.

The five stories in each book promote phonological awareness through rhyme and alliteration.  
The repetitive chorus at the end of each verse provides auditory bombardment of the target 
speech sound and encourages student participation during shared reading.  

Each book includes reading suggestions, ideas for improving phonological awareness, and language 
enrichment activities for teachers and caregivers.  Each book also includes two fun, story-related 
game activities.  These activities are great for therapy or take-home supplements to promote carry-
over.  The stories and games are available on the CD-ROM to reproduce in either black and white 
or color.  Your students will have great fun coloring the black line illustrations!

Reading Suggestions
All five stories in Tulley Turtle share the same chorus at the end of each verse:

 Tap, Tap, Tappity Tap
 Tap, Tap, Tap

Use the chorus as an opportunity to get your students involved.  After a few readings, encourage 
them to say the chorus with you and tap along with their feet or fingers.
