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THE START OF WORLD WAR 1I

In the late 1930s, Nazi Germany began invading other countries. First,
they took over Austria. Next, they went into Czechoslovakia. Then, in
1939, they invaded Poland. Two days later, Britain and France declared
war on Germany. This was the start of World War |I.






JEWISH GHETTOS

After invading other countries, the Nazis marked off sections of
cities as "ghettos.” They forced Jews to live in these areas. The
largest ghetto was in Warsaw. This was the capital city of Poland.
Almost half a million Jews lived there.
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DEMOCRACY TO DICTATORSHIP

Germany held an election in 1932. Hitler's Nazi Party won 230 seats in
the government. The Communists won the second-largest number of
seats. Several months later, there was a fire in the main government
building. The Nazis blamed the Communists. They used the fire as an
excuse to take over the government. This made Germany a one-party
dictatorship.
